Born in the Haut-Doubs to a franc-comtoise farming family, Jean-Marie, Dominique, 
Joseph and Louis Simonin joined their forces to build and impart one of the crown 
jewels of the french industry of wood construction. The 4 brothers went to the school of 
wood in Mouchard. The carpentry business was founded in 1967. In 2000, the activity 
was reoriented towards technical solutions, with engineering consultancy offi ces and 
20 000 m2 of studio space at its disposal. The Simonins entrust the business to seven 
salaried managers and some minor family shareholders, under the direction of Chris-
tian Balanche, who continues the digital developments, the building extensions, and 
the export activities. Now retired, Dominique Simonin nonetheless continues to contrib-
ute to divers successes, such as the market of the French Pavilion at the World Expo in 
Milan, which received the 2016 Prix Spécial of the French Académie d’Agriculture.
